He released his debut Quartet CD “Smellodie” in 2004 after
returning from a two years stay in the US, having toured not only with
Stephane Grappelli and Herb Geller. Victor Alcántara – an early reciever of
many fi rst prices at piano competitions – recieved high credits with his fi lm
scores such as for “La Mer“ (Franka Potente) and as a studio musician for
the German Blockbuster “The Miracle Of Bern“. Currently he focusses on his
European band projects “Formación Alcántara” and BERLYNATIC ARKESTRA.
